1. All third-party inspectors that are responsible for plan review and approval work, and in-plant inspections shall provide a copy of their State of Utah Combination Inspector license. 
2. Proof of independence and absence of conflict of interest. Complete and submit the DFCM Modular Building Program Third-party Inspector Conflict of Interest Certification form (provided on page 2 of this application). 
3. Unless covered by the professional errors and omissions insurance of a third-party inspection agency, a third-party inspector shall carry professional errors and omissions insurance in an amount of at least $2,000,000 per claim or annual aggregate with a deductible or self-insured retention of not greater than $100,000, unless different amounts are authorized by DFCM in writing.

I understand that giving false or misleading information may be cause for rejection of this application or revocation of subsequent approval.
